TADPOLES 
This course is designed for 3-5 year olds.  Interactive games and activities will be featured and are intended to 
encourage your child to enjoy the water.  This class will help participants become more familiar and independent in 
the water.  The focus of this class will include but is not limited too; water entry and exit, underwater skills, floating and 
gliding with assistance, arm and leg action, and water safety.  

LEVEL ONE (INTRODUCTION TO WATER SKILLS)
Recommended that children are 4-6 years old to participate in this class.  OBJECTIVE: to learn basic personal water 
safety information and skills.

Students will learn rules for headfirst entries and begin to enter the water headfirst from 
the side of the pool.  The scissors and dolphin kicks will be introduced.

LEVEL FOUR (STROKE IMPROVEMENT)
Prerequisite: Completion of Level Three.   OBJECTIVE: To develop confidence in strokes and to improve other aquatic 
skills.  Students will improve their skills and increase their endurance by swimming familiar strokes for greater distance.  
The back crawl, breaststroke, and turns will be introduced.
